SDT article on 8th September 1931 reported that floods during the previous weekend had washed away many tons 
of cinders, with the Wombwell track so badly damaged that it was doubtful that further speedway racing would be 
possible that season. 
SYMST 11th September 1931 reported that, following heavy rain from Tuesday until Saturday, the speedway track 
had been flooded to the height of the safety fence and was still under a foot of water on Monday, 7th September, 



with water having been as high as the bar in the club room. The track had suffered considerable damage, fences 
had been weakened through the washing away of the foundations and tons of cinders had been lost.
